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DIMSYLATE 250/500

Each DIMSYLATE 250 tablet contains 250 mg Etamsylate
Each DIMSYLATE 500 tablet contains 500 mg Etamsylate

Properties

ETAMSYLATE is a synthetic antihaemorrhagic and angioprotective medicine, acting on the first phase of
haemostasis (interaction between endothelium of the small vessels and platelets). By improving platelet
adhesiveness and restoring capillary resistance, it is able to reduce bleeding time and blood losses.

Pharmacokinetics :

When given orally Ethamsylate is slowly absorbed from the gastrointestinal tract .After oral administration
of 500 mg Ethamsylate , maximum plasma level (15 ug /ml )is reached at 4 hours , but bioavilability is not
known .The binding rate to plasma proteins is about 95% . Plasma half —life is about 3.7 h .About 72% of
the administered dose are exerted in the first 24h-urine : the molecule is excreted unchanged
Etamsylate crosses the placental barrier .Maternal and cord blood contains similar concentration of Etam-
sylate .It is not known if Etamsylate is excreted in the maternal milk

Indications:

In surgery:

Prevention and treatment of pre-, per-, or postsurgical capillary haemorrhages in all delicate operations
and in those affecting highly vascularised tissues : E.N.T., gynecology, obstetrics, urology, odontostomatol-
ogy, ophthalmology, plastic and reconstructive surgery.

In internal medicine:

Prevention and treatment of capillary hemorrhages of whatever origin or localisation:

haematuria, haematemesis, melaena, epistaxis, gingivorrhagia.

In gynaecology:

Metrorrhagia, primary or IlUD-related menorrhagia in the absence of organic pathology.

Contraindications
Hypersensitivity to etamsylate; acute porphyria.

Pregnancy: DIMSYLATE should not be used during the first trimester of the pregnancy whereas dur-
ing the second and third trimesters, it should be administered only if the expected therapeutic benefit is
judged as superior to the potential risk for the foetus

Nursing Mothers: DIMSYLATE should not be used during lactation

Adverse reactions : In predisposed patients following adverse reactions may appear: headache, nausea
and skin rash.

Drug interactions : For the oral form of Ethamsylate no interaction is known up till to now.

Dosage and administration:

Adults

Presurgical: 1 or 2 tablets (250-500 mg). 1 hour before surgery.

Postsurgical: 1 or 2 tablets (250-500 mg) every 4 - 6 hours as long as the risk of bleeding persists.
Internal medicine: generally 1 or 2 tablets 2 - 3 times a day (1000 - 1500 mg) to be taken with meals with
a little water; treatment duration depends on the results obtained.

Gynaecology, meno-metrorrhagia: Tor 2 tablets 3 times a day (1500 mg) to be taken with meals with a
little water.

Children: Half the adult dose . Etamsylate 500 is not suitable for children.

Storage: Do not store above 25°C- Keep medicine out of reach of children.
